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New for 08-09, the Newman Guidebook has all the dates in the I-Book, and also 
has all the information you need to live at Newman.  Dates for Newman events,  
rules and regulations, guides to activities and services offered at Newman, etc.  The 
Newman Guidebook will be provided to all residents for 08-09. 
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Please follow these simple procedures to make move-in run smoothly: 
 
¨ Pull up along 6th street and follow Newman Guide directions to park/unload. 
¨ The student will be escorted by a Newman Guide to register inside.  Please make sure one person stays with the vehicle at all 

times. 
¨ Newman Guides will unload all of your belongings and bring them to your room.  Please have all belongings labeled with your 

name and room number. 
¨ After the Guides have unloaded everything, please move your vehicle immediately to the street or a nearby University parking 

lot (parking meters will not be enforced on Move-In Day). 
  
All vehicles must be moved from the unloading areas within 15 minutes.  You will then need to find a parking spot.  Parking 
meters will not be inforced on Move-In Day.    
 
 

Hall  Move-In Day  Operations 

From I–74 
 
Eastbound:   
Exit at Neil St .  Take Neil south (right ) 
and turn east (left) onto Springfield Ave-
nue.  Turn south (right) at Sixth Street and 
continue to Newman Hall (corner of Sixth 
and Armory). 

 
Westbound:  
Exit at Lincoln Avenue.  Take Lincoln 
south (left) and turn West (right) onto Uni-
versity Avenue.  Turn South (left) at Sixth 
Street and continue to Newman Hall (corner 
of Sixth and Armory). 

From I-72 
 
I-72 becomes University Avenue  Continue 
east on University through downtown (approx. 
3.5 miles), then turn south (right) onto Sixth 
Street and continue South to Newman Hall 
(corner of Sixth and Armory). 
 

From I-57 
 
Exit I-72 East and follow above directions.  

From U.S. Rt. 45 
 
Southbound:    
U.S. 45 becomes Cunningham Avenue  
Turn West (right) at University Ave then 
South  (left) at Sixth St.   Follow Sixth St. 
to Newman Hall (corner of Sixth and Ar-
mory). 
 
Northbound:    
U.S. 45 becomes Neil St. turn East (right) 
on Green St., then South (right) on Sixth 
St. and continue to Newman Hall (corner 
of Sixth and Armory).   

Newman Hall official move in day is Thursday August 21st from 8am-5pm.  Newman will also allow early move in 
on Saturday August 16th 8am-5pm.

Along with this helpful guide to moving in this fall, you will find your room assignment listing your room number, mailing ad-
dress, room telephone number, and the name, home address, telephone number, and email address of your assigned roommate(s).  
 
¨ HOW ROOM, ROOMMATE ASSIGNMENTS ARE MADE 

 
Students are assigned in the order their contracts are received. We honor as many mutual roommate requests as space allows. 
When new students do not give a roommate preference, we try to “match” roommates based on the roommate questionnaire 
students filled out with their contracts. 
 
Please note when you receive your assignment in July, the process is complete and room changes will not be possible.   

 
¨ CONTACTING YOUR ROOMMATE AND/OR SUITEMATE FOR THE F IRST TIME 

 
Meeting and living with your new roommate(s) is an exciting event that can enhance your college experience. We encourage 
you to contact your new roommate(s) as soon as possible. Two things you want to do in this initial phone call are to introduce 
yourself and get to know each other, and then to coordinate with your roommate(s) regarding what items to bring. 
 
It is natural to feel a little apprehensive about speaking with a new roommate for the first time. 
We find that it’s easier if you can be upbeat and positive, as well as respectful of your roommate’s opinions. Expect some dif-
ferences between you as people, and keep an open mind. The most important goal of the conversation should be to establish 
good communication between your room and yourself so that you have a base to build on when move-in day arrives. 

 
¨ WHO’S BRINGING WHAT? 

 
Decide who will bring the answering machine, TV or stereo, etc.  Is the phone that is provided sufficient or would you prefer to 
bring your own? Will one of you be bringing a small refrigerator or microwave? How about decorating your room? Carpet or 
no?   
 

¨ GETTING TO KNOW EACH OTHER 
 
You don’t need to find out everything about your roommate in this first call. After all, you have a whole year to get to know 
each other. But sometimes it’s hard to get the conversation rolling, so here are a few topics you may want to discuss before 
arriving on campus. 

 
1. What sort of activities do you want to get involved with on campus? 
2. What do you plan on studying? 
3. What do you like to do for fun? 
4. How do you like to study? 
5. Are you a morning or night person? 
6. What are your tastes in music, art, sports, etc.? 
7. Do you prefer an organized room or a more casual room? 
8. How do you feel about visitors in the room? 
9. If I do something you’re not crazy about, how would you like us to handle it? 
10. Tell me a little about where you grew up and your family.

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Packing for Move-In Day 
Don’t try to bring everything you own. You can 
always get it later.  It is better to pack a number 
of moderate-sized boxes that can be handled by 
one person rather than a few large ones. There is 
no storage space in Newman.

(it must be UL approved with a heavy cord 
and three prong grounding - use a power bar

less phones)  There is a phone provided 
for each room but you may bring your 
own if you prefer. 

�� Small refrigerator - one per room, up to 
4 cubic feet.  

�� Throw rug or carpet samples (8x10) 
�   Crates or stacking containers 
�� Radio, TV, VCR, DVD player, stereo 

(Your room has an outlet for free cable 
TV.) 

�   Camera, film, batteries 
�� Reading pillow for your bed 
�� Paper towels 
�   Sewing kit, scissors, safety pins 
�   Personal sports/recreation equipment, 

games 
�   Bicycle with a good lock. Only bicycle 

wheels may be brought inside the resi-
dence halls for storage. Engrave your 
name or some identification on several 
parts of your bike and register it with 
Campus Parking.  You will also need to 
purchase a bike permit at the hall front 
desk to park it on Newman property.

Furnishings 
Your room has desks with drawers and 
overhead light, desk chairs, a dresser (or 
equivalent), regular twin-sized beds with 
mattresses, blinds, a closet, an Ethernet 
connection, cable TV, smoke detector 
and a wastebasket.   Rooms with living 
rooms include loveseat, chair and end 
tables or chairs and end tables.

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Parking 
Parking on campus is extremely limited.  At this point, Newman Hall does not have any more available parking 
spaces. If you would like your name to be on the waiting list, please contact the hall office for more information. Park-
ing for residents is $800 per year or $425 per semester. A copy of proof of insurance and a legal driver’s license must 
accompany your application.  Parking spaces are not to be subleased at any point during the duration of your contract. 
 
Bicycles, motorcycles, scooters, and mopeds are not allowed inside residence halls. Motorized and non-motorized ve-
hicles should be registered with Parking Services for easy identification. 
 
Public Transportation 
The Champaign-Urbana Mass Transit District operates numerous buses around campus that are free for students.  
Visit www.cumtd.com/mtdinfo.html or call (217) 384-8188 for more information. Bus schedules are available at the 
Hall Office. 
 
Bike Permits 
On Move-In day you can purchase a permit to keep your bike onsite for only $3.00.   You will need to provide a 
heavy-duty lock and chain.  Bikes and unicycles are not allowed in the hall lobby or any common areas of the Hall. 
Bikes may only be placed on bike racks.  
 
Laundry 
Coin-operated washers and dryers are available on the ground floor of the Hall. It costs $1.00 to wash and $1.00 to dry 
per load.  There is a change machine located in the laundry room.  If there is a problem with the machine please tell  
the hall office employee. 
 
Maintenance & Work Orders 
If there is a maintenance problem in your room or on your floor, please assist the maintenance staff by filling out an 
online Work Order at http://www.sjcnc.org/workorders.  Use this work order to request assistance with all mainte-
nance and computer network-related problems.  If the problem is serious in nature, please report it to the front office 
immediately. 
 
Housekeeping 
Housekeeping services are provided for Newman Hall residents.  The housekeepers will provide a clean set of sheets 
every other week.  Residents are required to admit the housekeepers into room for periodic cleaning.   
 
Food Service 
We look forward to providing you with a wide variety of menu options throughout the academic year.  Cold drinks 
and coffee will be available in the cafeteria all day on Early Move In and Official Move In days. Come join us for a 
relaxing break. 
Meals are not served when the University is not in session during breaks or between semesters. Food service is in-
cluded in all Newman Hall contracts and includes 20 meals per week.  For menus and more information see 
www.newmanhall.org.  Residents may have guests at all meals, the will receive a discount at the register.  If you have 
any dietary concerns, please contact the Hall Office. 
 
Illini Market 
A wide variety of snack items, beverages, religious goods, toiletries and room supplies (like batteries and cables) are available 7 days per 
week in the Illini Market, located next to the cafeteria. Open from 6:30 am to 10:30 pm.

Mail  
Resident mailboxes are located to the right of the Hall Office front window.  You will receive your mailbox 
combination at registration on Move-In Day.

Outgoing mail should have the same information listed for the return address.  If this information is not on 
mail that is returned, the Hall Office will not know who to return the mail to.  PLEASE make sure to include 
your NAME and ROOM NUMBER . 
 
DVDs, Board Games & Sports Equipment 
DVDs, board games and sports equipment can be checked out by the residents for free from the Newman 
Hall office by leaving a picture ID. Lists of available items are at the front desk. 
 
Temporary Key Rental 
In the event of a lost or stolen key, a temporary key is available at the Newman Hall office for a maximum of 
7 days.  If the key is still missing after 7 days, the resident must purchase a new key for $10.00.  If the temp 
key is lost, the cost for replacement is $25.00. 
 
Cable Television 
Newman provides basic cable TV in every room (67 channels).  If you wish to take advantage of this service, 
bring a cable ready television and connector cable with you.   
 
Computer Lab 
Newman Hall features two computer labs with laser printing for use by Newman residents and guests of resi-
dents.  Newman Hall will provide a limited supply of paper and printing at no cost to the student. 
 
NHNet Connection Information 
Newman Hall provides all residents with access to the Internet via wired and wireless connections. 
 
Newman Rules & Regulations 
Newman’s Guidebook, a guide to your room, the Hall, and your community, will be available on Move-In 
Day, Auguast 19th, and also at www.newmanhall.org.  You can find out more about important conduct 
guidelines in the Rules & Regulations section of the Guidebook. 
 
Telephones 
There will be one telephone provided for each room. The phone line in your room is already connected, and 
there is no charge for local calls or call waiting. Newman Hall does not provide long distance telephone ser-
vices. It is the responsibility of the residents to use calling cards, prepaid phone cards, etc.  Long distance 
calls may be made from the resident’s room if you use one of these cards. You may choose to bring your 
own phone to replace the basic phone provided for you by Newman Hall. DO NOT bring or use a 2.4 GHz 
modeled cordless phone, as it may interfere with the hall’s wireless internet service.  
 
Cell Phones: Newman Hall is a large solid building and  some cell phones are unable to find a signal while in 
the building.

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The expanded and renovated Newman Hall will boast a plethora of new and improved spaces to serve the students 
needs.  All of the spaces will be open to all residents of Newman Hall.  Some of the areas you have to look forward to 
this fall include: 

St. John Boscoe & St. Francis De Sales Lounges 
The lounges will have ping pong, pool, air hockey and foosball for students to enjoy.  The game rooms will also 
have lounge seating to relax between games.  Both game rooms are located in the North building. 

Archbishop Fulton Sheen & St. Clare Lounges 
The lounges will have big screen TVs and comfortable fur-
niture for students to relax and enjoy the latest movie or 
cheer on their favorite sports team.  The North and South 
buildings both have a TV lounge. 

St. Gabriel & St. Isidore Labs  
The labs will hold a number of computers 
and printers for students to take advantage 
of.  The labs are located in both the North & 
South buildings.   

St. Thomas Aquinas & St. Joseph of Cupertino Lounges  
The lounges are quiet study areas available for students to 
take advantage of.  The study lounges are located in both the 
North & South buildings.   
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St. Sebastian Fitness Center, located in the basement of the North building, is outfitted with 
cardio and strength training equipment for our students to exercise in the comfort of the building.   
 
Expanded library 
The Bishop O’Rourke Library is moving and expanding to allow for an increased collection and 
more study space for students.  
 
St. Cecilia Choir Room 
A new dedicated choir space for rehearsal and meetings. 
 
New Meeting Rooms 
St. Paul Room, St. Thomas More Room, St. John Fisher Room, St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Room 
are now available for various ministry meetings as well as student groups to gather, study and 
work.   
 
The Msgr. Swetland Assembly Room will be a great place for lectures, classes, move nights, 
dances, band concerts, etc.   

Newman Cafeteria 
The largest open space in the new building will serve the residents and non-resident community three 
high quality meals per day. The traditional 'buffet line' has been replaced with modern 'market-style food 
stations' offering a variety of food choices. A mix of ceramic tile, carpet, and glass will make the space 
very open, bright and inviting.  Small tables, booths and private dining rooms will be surrounded by 
glass with open views of Sixth Street.   

Illini Market 
The new Illini Market will offer many conveniences to resi-
dents.  See the ad for more details. 
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1. What size are the beds?  

The beds are regular length twin size. Clean sheets will be 
provided every other week by the housekeeping staff, but you 
may bring your own if you wish. 

2. What size area rug will fit in the rooms?  
Area rugs measuring 6’ x 8’ or smaller will fit. 

3. Are the rooms air conditioned?  
Yes.  All rooms have air conditioners installed and ready for 
move-in. 

4. What meal plans do you offer?  
We offer 20 meals per week. Our meal plan is included in the 
room and board fees. 

5. Does financial aid apply towards Newman Hall expenses?  
Yes, financial aid will apply towards Newman Hall expenses. 
If a copy of the award letter is provided to the Newman Hall 
office, payments can be made after financial aid is disbursed.  
There will be a $500 payment due in July for the first semes-
ter and November for the second semester.     

6. When are Newman Hall's visiting hours?  
Opposite-gendered guests of Newman residents may visit 
between 9:00AM and 1:00AM the following day. Early Sat-
urday and Sunday morning, guests are permitted until 
2:00AM. Overnight guests are not permitted in rooms occu-
pied by the opposite gender. 

7. Who can answer my questions regarding life at Newman  
     or the University? 

Your RA is a great resource regarding both life at Newman 
and at the University, from classes to fun activities, get to 
know your RA.  You can also stop by the front desk.   

8. What should I use to hang posters on the wall?  
3M removable tabs or "Tacky Putty" are the only acceptable 
adhesives for wall hangings. Nails, tacks, scotch tape, mask-
ing tape, duct tape, and all other damaging adhesives are not 
permitted and will result in fines. S-hooks are available at the 
front desk for hanging pictures. 

9. When are my room and board payments due? 
Payments are due on July 1st, September 1st, November 1st 
and February 1st.  
a. To whom should I write the check? 

Newman Hall 
b. Are late fees assessed for late payments? 

Yes, please refer to your Room and Board Contract (pg. 
1 Sect. 4-C). If you are waiting for financial aid, late 
fees will not be assessed so long as the Newman Hall 
Manager is notified as soon as possible and furnished 
with a copy of the financial aid award letter. 

10. When does the U.S. Mail arrive? 
There is not a set time. It can arrive anytime between 12 and  
5 PM. If you have outgoing mail that you want picked up that 
day, you can drop it off at the Hall Office, or there is a USPS 
mailbox in front of St. John’s Chapel facing Armory Avenue 
that is picked up at 2:00PM Monday through Friday and 
12:00 on Saturday. 

11. Can I send a fax from Newman Hall? 
Yes, residents are allowed to send faxes from the main of-
fice during regular business hours  for a fee of $1.00 per fax. 

12. Can my guest park in the Newman Hall parking lot? 
All parking spots in the gated lot are completely filled. If 
you have a guest that needs parking, please contact the Hall 
Office for the availability of a temporary spot. Everyone 
must come to the Hall Office concerning parking issues. 
Vehicles will be towed if they are illegally parked.
